Now, looking out the windows of the diner, they clearly see the opportunity to help Millbrook
residents even further. Beginning, Monday, April 20th, they will be offering an additional
service to the local community.

Each day, 7 days a week, meals will be available and served at approximately 3:00 PM by
volunteers.

Street parking lot behind Forza, Wednesdays on Franklin Avenue by the Thorne Building,
Thursdays on Front Street near Village Wine Spirits, Fridays on North Avenue across from St.
Joseph’s Church, Saturday in the Church Street parking lot behind Forza, and Sunday, on Front
Street near Village Wine Spirits.

We are fortunate to have a generous local community, but there are many people struggling on a
daily basis to feed their families. On behalf of Debbie and Tanasi, we are asking for those who
can, to make a monetary donation to help support the cost of food and staff. Donations can be
made directly at the Millbrook Diner during the hours of 10-4 daily.
